Chris Coulter helps solve The Mystery of the Glass Negatives — After a photographic investigation, it's determined that Dallas R.
Sweney (1883-1958) is the photographer who shot the large collection of glass negatives recovered from a condemned Peoria
home. The negatives were found early this year by Bill Sullivan, owner of Whiskey City Salvage, while he was recovering usable
items from a home slated for demolition. Not long after that, photo restoration expert Chris Traugott Coulter purchased them from
the Whiskey City Salvage store. Sweney lived in the house at 807 Spring St. his whole life. He died in 1958 at the age of 75.

“After | got the address of the house | looked it up in the city directory,” said Coulter, who frequently works for the Peoria Histori-
cal Society. “I saw that Dallas Sweney was a commercial photographer, so | knew they were his.”

Sweney did commercial work for only a short period of time, however. His real job was at the Peoria Public Library. He worked
there for more than 50 years, only taking a leave of absence to serve in the 33rd Division of the American Expeditionary Forces in
France during World War |, where he eventually became a sergeant with the 124th Field Artillery.

Sweney and another Peoria Public Library staff member were honored during their service in the war with a flag hung in the li-
brary’s window. The Peoria Historical Society has that flag in its collection.

Sweney’s obituary revealed more information. Later in life he was active in the Peoria Historical Society and a number of other
area organizations. He continued to take photographs, and at one point he went on a tour of the American West to study the Peo-
ria tribe of American Indians.

Coulter had a lot of help uncovering the facts surrounding the negatives. He credits Chris Farris, a staff member in the reference
department at the Peoria Public Library, and local history buffs John Wynn and David Landenberg for providing key information.
Coulter also got input from the general public after the story ran on the front page of the Journal Star Oct. 13. Two people sent
photos of the same mountainous image Sweney shot in Estes Park, Colo.

The Spring Street negatives are just one of many projects Coulter is working on, but they provided more challenges than most. He
called the project “epic.”

“Just the condition of the negatives and the puzzle pieces of putting them all together,” said Coulter, who pieced together a num-
ber of broken negatives. “Some negatives had fused together, creating a weird double exposure.”

In the end, after the mystery had been solved, Coulter went back to the shop at Whiskey City Salvage to buy the last remaining
negatives. Though he’d originally deemed them too difficult to restore, he was actually able to get a number of usable scans.

The public has shown a lot of interest in the restored images, both after they were posted on the Peoria Historical Society’s Face-
book page and when the story was in the Journal Star. That’s always helpful to area historians trying to solve a mystery surround-
ing found and donated items, said Robert Killion, Curator of Collection and Technology for the Peoria Historical Society.

“It's crowdsourcing,” said Killion. “If you get people interested in something, you can get all kinds of information. | really had a lot
of people calling and emailing about the Spring Street images.”

The public likely found the variety of images in the collection interesting — in addition to images of family in long-ago dress, there
were soldiers on horses, men swinging lassos, and what appeared to be circus images. But Coulter believes that, ultimately, people
got interested because it was a fun little mystery to solve.

“1 think it was the manner in which they were found, produced he whole mystery element.” said Chris.
